CONNECT Groups  
meet in the following ways 

 

Group Sessions 
Usually CONNECT groups meet in people’s homes 
on a weekday evening to share life's ups and downs, 
read the Bible, pray and worship together. These 
meetings are intended to be safe spaces to share 
questions and discuss faith together.  

 
GATHERINGS 
Every two months all the groups, and anyone else 
who would like to come along, will meet together 
(instead of in small CONNECT Groups) as a way of 
strengthening relationships between members of  
different groups.  Throughout the year the  
GATHERINGS will focus on prayer, encouragement, 
teaching and worship. 

 
Missional Events:  
A key part of being a disciple of Jesus is to ‘make  
disciples’. As a response to this, CONNECT Groups 
should be mission-focused. Every two months the 
groups are encouraged to engage in some form of 
mission activity.  For example: 
• Building relationships with not-yet-Christians 

• Social events with a faith-sharing focus 

• Meeting needs in the community (social action)
